V letech 1955-1958 studoval sklad-
bu u Emila Hlobila na prazské konzervatofi a v roce 1962
zakoncil studium skladby u Pavla Botkovce na Hudebni
fakulté Akademie muzickych uméni v Praze kantatou pro
sopran, smiSeny sbor a orchestr Jit/ni Praha a koncertem
pro klavir a orchestr. Pedagogicky ptsobil v hudebnich
$kolach v Ceskych Budgjovicich a ve Dvoie Kralové
nad Labem a na konzervatoti v Hradci Kralové. V le-
tech 1972-1990 byl nucen prerusit pedagogickou ¢innost
a pracoval ve Vychodoceském divadle v Pardubicich.

Milan Iglo (born on 19 February 1933 in Ji¢in) is a com-
poser and teacher, and the author of numerous piano,
chamber and orchestral compositions. He studied com-
position with Emil Hlobil at the Prague Conservatoire
in 1955-1958, and completed his studies under Pavel
Botkovec at the Prague Academy of Performing Arts in
1962, with the cantata for soprano, mixed choir and or-
chestra Jitrni Praha (“Matutinal Prague”) and a concerto
for piano and orchestra as his graduation pieces. He has
taught at music schools in Ceské Bud&jovice and in Dviir
Kralové nad Labem, and at the conservatoire in Hradec
Kralové. In the years 1972—-1990 he was forced to abstain
from teaching and worked at the East Bohemian Theatre
of Pardubice.
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
